MINUTES of Plaistow and Ifold Parish Council Annual Meeting held on Tuesday 18"

Declarations of Interest
There were no declarations of interest pertaining to agenda items.

Representations from Members of the Public
There were no representations from members of the public.

Minutes
The minutes of the meetings held on the 13 and 28" September 2016
were approved as a correct record of the meetings.

Chairman’s Report
There was nothing to report not covered elsewhere on the agenda.

Report from County Councillor

Clir Duncton reported that one of the biggest problems currently being faced
by the county, is the funding of schools. Every year, West Sussex is one of the
worse funded counties in the country. A petition had been presented to
Downing Street and it was hoped that more funding would be provided by
the government. The alternatives would be increasing class sizes or cutting
down on the school day and after school clubs. County will be helping
businesses as much as possible and getting infrastructure up and running.
Regarding 3CS, that will only take off if there will be money for infrastructure;
discussions are still ongoing. It was reported at a recent GatCom meeting
that GAL will be setting up a fund to help communities in Surrey and Sussex,
which will be administered through community foundations.

Updates:-

a) Crouchland planning and enforcement. There was nothing to report
regarding planning. WSCC had undertaken road survey work but the
details were yet to be provided.

b) Neighbourhood Plan. There was nothing to report The Pre-submission
draft document was with CDC awaiting statutory bodies to respond. The
Village Design Statement was in draft form and awaiting Colin Smith
Planning to advise. The Chairman and Mrs Gibson-Pierce had attended
the Plaistow Village Trust AGM.

Assets of Community Value. There was nothing to report. The Chairman
would progress the next step.

Flooding. Mr Pearson had attended Alfold’s Flood Forum the previous
week and arranged a meeting with Graham Purvis at Southern Water to
meet in Ifold. Southern Water had completed a survey indicating where
surface water is entering the sewage system and a walk around Ifold to
identify the most vulnerable spots will lead to more detailed survey work
to be carried out to identify properties that have surface water draining
into the foul sewer. The Clerk had also been in contact with CDC and
WSCC regarding problems with a pond and ditches at Frog Cottage.

Accounts for payment: Payments were approved. The attached Order for
Payments was signed by the Chairman, one Councillor and the Clerk. The
invoice from Wellers Hedleys for £26.40 was not authorised and it was
agreed that the invoice for £480 would be paid in full and final
settlement.

The New Homes Bonus application for funding for a defibrillator cabinet
for Durfold Wood and a map board for Ifold had been approved. The
parish council understood and accepted the terms of the Agreement.
External Audit Review. The parish council reviewed the External Auditor’s
Report, which stated that the annual return was in accordance with
proper practices and no matters had come to the attention of the
auditor to give cause for concern that relevant legislation and regulatory
requirements had not been met. However, it was drawn to the parish
council’s attention that the parish council had not complied with
Regulation 15 of the Accounts and Audit Regulations, since the approval
date was after the start of the period for the exercise of public rites. As a
result, the parish council must answer ‘No’ to Assertion 4 of the Annual
Governance Statement for 2016/17 and ensure that it makes proper
provision for the exercise of public rights during 2017/18.

Accounts to the end of September had been circulated prior to the
meeting and are appended to these minutes.

Mr Tramblinas had provided copies of his liability insurance and had said
that he would help and advise in the future regarding pond
maintenance. It was agreed this this would be a good use of the pond
and the Clerk would advise Mr Tramblinas that he may proceed and to
keep the parish council informed.

It had been agreed that the roller would be donated to
the Football Club. Mrs Baker (or was it the Clerk) would contact Steve
Roser to arrange for it to be given to the Football Club. Mrs Baker would
produce an itinerary of the remaining equipment.
